You should send photocopies of your evidence unless otherwise stated. We will return any original

documents.

If on the first day of the first academic

By estranged we mean you've had no contact
with your parents for at least 12 months.
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You need to send us:
* your original birth/adoption certificate; or
* your original valid passport.

If you provide your valid UK passport details in section 5 of the
application form you do not need to send us your passport.

You need to send us:

« your most recent Child Benefit statement; or

« your child’s original birth certificate and confirmation of your
current address.

You need to send us:
 your P60 dated at least 3 years ago; or
* your benefits statement dated at least 3 years ago.

You need to send us:
* your original marriage or civil partnership certificate.

You need to send us confirmation dated within the last year
from a professional person outside your family who knows
about your circumstances.

You can send one of the following:

* a letter from your social worker; or

* if you claimed Income Support, income-related
Employment and Support Allowance or Universal Credit
when you were under 18 — a letter from your local Jobcentre
Plus office showing that you received benefits due to your
estrangement; or

« if your relationship with your parents broke down when
you were at school or college — a letter from an advice
worker/personal tutor/teacher confirming your circumstances.
